Duration of Residency: The maximum duration of student residency 

is two semesters beyond the allowed study period. Once the consular 

duration is completed (5 years for Bachelor’s and Doctorate; 3 years 

for Master’s), residency cannot be extended.

SAORG Code Requirement: All students must have the university’s 

SAORG code (clearance) from Hamadan University, whether on schol-

arship or not.

Communication Protocol: Students should not directly approach the 

Student Affairs Organization or the police regarding their consular re-

quests. All consular matters and inquiries about student residency and 

Processing Times: According to the police department’s timelines, 

preparing passports for issuance or residency renewal will take at least 

two weeks, and for travel, at least one week. Since implementing the 

new system at the end of 2022, efforts have been made to reduce these 

times. However, due to potential system errors, processing may take 

longer. Students should avoid purchasing tickets before their pass-

ports are ready, which may cause various issues.

Visa Requirements: International students must possess a valid student 

visa at registration. To obtain residency, you must visit the vice chan-

cellor’s department at the university (30 days before your visa expires) 

to receive a referral letter for annual residency. This letter should be

FINANCIAL AFFAIRS

Each academic year consists of two regular semesters and a summer 

term. Each regular semester lasts for 17 weeks, while the summer term 

spans 6 weeks and offers 8 credit hours. During each semester, stu-

dents must enroll in a minimum of 12 and a maximum of 20 credit 

hours.

Students with a maximum of 24 remaining credit hours may regis-

ter for all of these hours in the current semester, provided they were 

not in an unstable academic standing in the previous term and have 

the approval of their faculty. This provision does not apply to gradu-

ate students. In the summer term, students are allowed to select more 

than 8 credit hours in undergraduate programs and more than 6 credit 

hours in graduate programs.

Students may drop a maximum of two courses, add two new courses 

within two weeks of the semester’s commencement, or swap two reg-

istered courses for two others, as long as the total credit hours do not 

exceed the established limits.

In emergency situations, students may withdraw from a theoretical or 

practical course with the approval of the relevant academic depart-

ment up to three weeks before the end of the semester, provided that 

their absences in those courses do not exceed the allowable limit and 

their remaining credit hours do not fall below 12.

Complete withdrawal from all registered courses in a semester is only 

necessary by the faculty’s educational council. In such cases, that se-

mester will be considered a leave of absence for the student. The cal-

culation or non-calculation of this leave in relation to the student’s 

allowable study duration is subject to the approval of the faculty’s 

educational council.

In the third and fourth stages of the clinical training program (clinical 

internship and residency), each academic year includes several clinical

Conditions for Advancement to the Third Stage

To advance to the third stage of the program, students must meet the 

following conditions:

- Pass at least 29 credit hours of specialized courses in the second stage.

Clinical Internship

- The clinical internship includes training in outpatient health services 

at hospital clinics and health centers.

This provision’s permitted uses are one time for associate degree stu-

dents, two times for bachelor’s degree students, and four times for 



In cases of emergency, students may drop two theoretical or practical 

courses with the approval of the respective educational group up to 

three weeks before the end of the semester, provided that their ab-

sences in those courses do not exceed the permissible limit and their 

remaining credit hours do not fall below 12.

Dropping all courses enrolled in a semester is only permissible before

cil of the faculty, in which case that semester will be considered a leave 

of absence for the student. The calculation or non-calculation of this 

leave in the student’s allowable academic duration is at the discretion 

of the Educational Council of the faculty.

Note 1: Dropping all courses in the summer term is permissible before 

the start of the exams of that term with the approval of the Educa-

tional Council of the faculty.

Eligibility for the Comprehensive Pre-Internship Examination

To be eligible to take the Comprehensive Pre-Internship Examination, 

students must:

- Pass the specialized theoretical courses (31 credit hours) of the in-

ternship stage.

- Pass the clinical internship courses (62 credit hours, equivalent to 21 

months).

- Maintain a minimum average score of 14 in the third stage.

- Complete all general education courses.

- Register their thesis/dissertation topic.

Students are allowed to take the Comprehensive Pre-Internship Exami-

nation up to four times. If a student fails to achieve a passing score in 

this exam, they will be barred from continuing in the MD program. 

Students who are barred from continuing in the MD program due to 

failing the Comprehensive Pre-Internship Examination may transfer 

to one of the following programs according to the guidelines of this 

memorandum:

- Continuous bachelor’s degree

- Non-continuous bachelor’s degree

- Associate degree

Course Drop and Add Procedures
Students may drop up to two courses, add two new courses within two 

weeks after the start of the semester, or swap two enrolled courses for 

two others, provided that the total credit hours do not exceed the limit 

set in Article 9.
